Ride for Sight in Alberta raises money
and hope for families affected by blindness

progressive loss of central vision. “It's an incredible feeling for anyone who fundraises for Ride
for Sight to know that they are contributing to treatments and one day cures for blindness.”

Dr. Bill Stell, Director of Research programs for The Foundation Fighting Blindness (FFB) and
University of Calgary researcher, anticipates that new treatments for certain forms of blindness
will be available in as little as five to ten years.

FFB scientist, Dr. Bob Molday, at the University of British Columbia was involved in a recent
study that reversed blindness in mice with retinoschisis, which brings researchers closer to
developing a treatment that can be tested on humans with the disease.
