June 2, 2008, Edmonton, AB – On June 13th to 15th, hundreds of motorcyclists will gather for 
the 26th annual Ride for Sight, a motorcycle fundraiser in support of The Foundation Fighting 
Blindness.  On Saturday, June 14th, Edmonton motorcyclists will parade from Cycle Works 
West, at 9 a.m., and ride to the Agricultural Centre Fairgrounds in Olds.  
 
“We’re encouraging everyone who rides a motorcycle, and those who don’t, to collect donations 
for a great cause and enjoy a great weekend party in Olds,” says Cam Cowieson, Assistant 
Chair of Ride for Sight’s organizing committee. “One hundred per cent of the money raised goes 
to The Foundation Fighting Blindness, which is the largest, non-government contributor to vision 
research in Canada,” 
 
The Foundation Fighting Blindness has funded close to $3 million in research grants to 
scientists at the University of Alberta, Calgary and Lethbridge over the last three decades. 
Prominent Albertans like former MP Deborah Grey and hockey legend Lanny MacDonald have 
participated in recent years, giving rise to the event’s popularity. Last year, Ride for Sight in 
Alberta raised just over $130,000.  
 
This year’s activities include entertainment from the Chevelles, Vintage Motorcycle ½ Mile Flat 
Track Races, The Calgary Safety Council mini-safety seminar, The Canadian Chaos Freestyle 
Motorcycle Stunt Team, Bike Games, Marketplace and Bar and more.

“I was happy to learn about Ride for Sight and that it raises money for eye research because it 
is a cause close to my heart,” says Alicia Nauffts of Stonyplain who participated in last year’s 
fundraiser. Her brother, Troy, has retinitis pigmentosa (RP), an eye disease that causes 
progressive vision loss.  
 
Dr. Bill Stell, Director of Research programs for The Foundation Fighting Blindness (FFB) and 
University of Calgary researcher, anticipates that new treatments for certain forms of blindness 
will be available in as little as five to ten years.

In Edmonton , the parade departs at 9 a.m. from Cycle Works West. 
In Calgary , the parade departs at 9:30 a.m. from Deerfoot Mall (NW parking lot). 
In Red Deer , the parade departs at 10 a.m. from Turple Bros. Motorcycle - Hwy. 2 South. 
 
Olds is located 5 km west 
of Provincial Highway 2, just 90 km north of Calgary, 212 km south of Edmonton and 62 km 
south of Red Deer.
