Ride for Sight Fighting Blindness
Manitoba Volunteers Make it Happen

June 12, 2008, Winnipeg, MB — On Saturday June 14" at 11 a.m. motorcyclists will parade from the Manitoba
Legislative Building in Winnipeg to Treherne for Ride for Sight, a motorcycle fundraiser in support of The
Foundation Fighting Blindness. In Treherne, motorcyclists who have raised money for the cause will enjoy a free
weekend of festivities, beginning Fri. June 13" to 15™. The weekend is planned and organized entirely by
dedicated volunteers.

The weekend includes camping, food, entertainment, Beer Gardens, Bike Games, vendor’'s marketplace and
much more. To enjoy the weekend festivities for free, individuals are asked to collect a minimum of $50 in
donations. Last year, motorcyclists and their friends raised $22,752 for The Foundation which funds eye
research across Canada, including at the University of Manitoba.

Don and Diana Norris of Winnipeg have been participating in the Manitoba Ride For Sight for more than 20
years. “It is important to us,” say the long-time volunteers who go by the nicknames of “mugs and jugs”. “We
especially enjoy getting together with the other people, some of whom we only see once a year.”

All of the money raised through Ride for Sight goes to The Foundation Fighting Blindness which funds research
into the causes, treatments and cures for eye diseases such as retinitis pigmentosa, age-related macular
degeneration and other diseases of the retina that lead to blindness. More than one million Canadians are
affected by genetic eye diseases.

Ride for Sight Nationwide

Last year, Ride for Sight participants nationwide raised $1.3 million in donations for The Foundation Fighting
Blindness. Manitoba riders and supporters accounted for more $22,752 of that money. Ride for Sight takes
place in eight regions across the country, and is the longest running motorcycle charity fundraising ride in
Canada. Since it began 30 years ago in Central Ontario, it has raised more than $16 million.
