Ride for Sight hits 30 years in 2008!!

May 29, 2008, Amherst, NS — While some people out West are still battling with snow
and forest fires, Maritime motorcyclists are out going with their donor books to collect
donations to bring with them to the Maritime Ride for Sight, the motorcycle fundraiser
which is returning to the Gateway Parklands RV & Trailer Park due to popular demand on
the weekend of June 6", 7™, & 8", 2008.

“The past two years were spent in Irishtown, NB to have a change of location for the
Maritime Ride for Sight,” says Chairperson Lisa Fraser-Parks. “After talking to many
riders about what they would like to see, we've decided to move back to the location they
want to be at and the weekend that is most familiar for all: June 6™ — 8", which is the
original weekend for the event.”

“Last year’s event pulled in over $36,000 and the weather kept many away,” reports Lisa.
“We're hoping that the weather will be nicer this year to us all. Our riders deserve it!”

Residents and visitors alike to Amherst will need to don their sunglasses on the morning
of Saturday, June 7", 2008 in order to protect their eyes from the gleaming chrome they
will see in the Town. The parade gets underway from the Amherst Stadium (located at
185 Church Street) at 12 noon SHARP and will wind around Amherst before heading
toward the Campground. Be sure to drop by the stadium to see the bikes and chat it up
with the riders. Meet RP, the Ride for Sight mascot, too.

Registration will be open at the campground on Friday, June 6" from 5 pm until 8 pm and
at the Amherst Stadium from 9 am until 11:45 am. Registration at the campsite will
resume following the parade for those who weren’t able to register at the Stadium.

Once at the Campground, participants will enjoy activities such as motorcycle games;
People’s Choice Show & Shine; an assortment of vendors; and live entertainment. This
year, Cool Water will play on Friday night and Big Deal will play on Saturday night. These
bands are sure to please as they play a great mixture of music to dance to.

Motorcyclists collect money in their donor books from friends; family; co-workers; and
even strangers. The books are all turned in at registration and all of the monies raised in
the books will go directly to the Foundation Fighting Blindness — Canada. The
Foundation funds world-class research into the causes; treatments; and cures for
degenerative retinal diseases which lead to blindness. Some of these diseases include,
but are not limited to, retinitis pigmentosa (commonly known as tunnel vision); Usher
syndrome (deaf — blindness); and age-related macular degeneration.
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
